Application Process

· Interested groups/organisations should complete Part B “Application Form” and return by 1 pm, Friday 28th. April 2017.
· Applicants will need to provide a copy of their latest accounts/financial or bank statements and a copy of their constitution/governing document.
· Applications will be accepted by email ballymoneyrotary@gmail.com. If you wish to submit a hard copy, please return to Ballymoney Communities Resource Centre.

· Please do not enclose any additional paperwork – we will contact you if any other documents are required.

Assessment and decision making

· Applications will be logged on receipt and checked for their eligibility.
· Applications will then be assessed by the Rotary Club Panel at their meeting in May.
· Applicants will be notified by the Rotary Club week beginning 15th May 2017 and successful applicants will be invited to attend a meeting to present the awards on 21st. June 2017.
· Successful applicants agree to use the Rotary Club logo on publicity and promotion for their project and to submit a report on progress/impact of the project.
· Successful applicants will be expected to submit a short report within 12 months of receipt of the award.
